Saturday, 1 November – All Saints’ Day
Faithful God, on this All Saints’ Day we remember the Holy Communion of the Saints who surround us and who have gone before. May we be inspired, by their example, to live lives that make a positive difference.

Sunday, 2 November
Lord of Light, as we remember those whom we have loved that have come home to you, may the memories made together bring solace to our hearts and minds, and knowledge of your eternal love and welcome bring comfort to all who mourn.

Monday, 3 November
Creator God, we give thanks for farmers who work long hours for little profit. We ask your blessing on them as they feed the world and tend your creation.

Tuesday, 4 November
Gracious God, as Zambia continues their campaign to end child hunger, we pray that every child may be nourished, protected, and thrive. Bless all who serve, that their efforts bring healing and hope.

Wednesday, 5 November
Healing God, as we remember today those whose lives are blighted by excessive stress, help us to offer comfort to the anxious or overburdened. 

Thursday, 6 November
God our teacher, in remembering William Temple today we ask that you strengthen us to be reawakened to your presence, through worship, so that our consciences are awake and we are alive to your holiness, truth, purpose and love.

Friday, 7 November
Creator of seasons - as winter approaches, may we remember that your love is never changing and that warmth is to be found in your word and our hearts.

Saturday, 8 November
Lord of life, as we pause to remember in our communities this weekend, we pray for the many children and young people who are part of uniformed organisations across our diocese. Scouts, Guides, Cadets and the dedicated leaders who serve them.

Monday, 10 November

Monday, 17 November
God of love, we give thanks for all those offering pastoral care across our diocese, in so many contexts. Give them discernment in their speaking and their silence so that all they encounter may sense your generous love.

Tuesday, 18 November
We ask that your guiding Spirit meets us where it is needed to bring peace and healing in body, mind and Spirit, knowing that our relationship with you leads to wholeness and flourishing as our Lord Jesus came to show us.

Wednesday, 19 November
Christ the Cornerstone, as the Diocesan Advisory Committee meet today, we pray for their conversations about how our historic church buildings may best fit your mission and serve their communities. We ask you to guide their discussion and decision making in all things.

Thursday, 20 November
Loving God, as representatives from our Magnificat parishes* meet today, we pray that it is a time of refreshment and encouragement; a time where vision is renewed and hearts and minds are set even closer to your will for all the precious souls in their care.

Friday, 21 November
Faithful God, as we approach Advent and make plans for Christmas in churches, homes and schools, inspire us afresh to tell the story of the shepherds, the angels and our Saviour, born in Bethlehem.

Saturday, 22 November
Gracious God, as Diocesan Synod meets today, give wisdom to those who lead us, and ears to hear your Word. Give courage to those who speak their truth and give peace as we work to grow and show your Gospel here today.

Sunday, 23 November
