St Mary Magdalene Church in
Taunton is linked with the
Cathedral of the Holy Cross in
Lusaka, which is the capital city of

entirely made from coloured glass.

As well as being the ‘seat’ of the
Bishop of Lusaka, the cathedral is
also the parish church for the
administrative heart of the city.
